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Undergraduate Students ---- Chinese Language Programme
Language Requirements
· Beginner Class: Suitable for students at HSK levels 0-3;
· Intermediate Class: Suitable for students at HSK levels 4-5;
· Advanced Class: Suitable for students at HSK levels 5-6.

Transcript
The Overseas Education College has a separate course system for course selection. Before the start of the semester, a language test will be conducted and students will be assigned to different classes based on the test results. Each class has fixed compulsory courses. After the final exams, students will receive a transcript from the College’s system. Please note that this transcript is different from the course transcript for courses selected through the university’s academic affairs system.

Courses and Credits
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Beginner Class: 18-20 credits[footnoteRef:1]; [1:  For courses offered by the College, one credit is equivalent to 18 hours of lectures and 30 hours of practice or self-study. For course offered by the University, one credit is equivalent to 16 hours of lectures and 30 hours of practice or self-study] 

· Intermediate Class: 18-22 credits;
· Advanced Class: 18-24 credits.
Courses for the beginner class are conducted in Chinese with English explanations, while intermediate and advanced classes are entirely conducted in Chinese. The elective courses for the beginner class are relatively limited, while the advanced class offers more elective courses for students to choose from.
Additionally, if there are other course selection needs, students can also choose Chinese language Courses and Selected Topics on China through university’s academic affairs system. Among them, Chinese I (offered in the fall semester) and Chinese II (offered in the spring semester) are both available at three levels: beginner, intermediate, and advanced. The beginner level courses are taught in Chinese with supplementary explanations in English, while the intermediate and advanced levels are conducted entirely in Chinese. The course “Selected Topics on China” is instructed in English and is offered during the fall semester.

Notes
If students believe that the class they are assigned to is not suitable for them, they can submit an application within the first or second week of the semester to transfer to another class, with the approval from the comprehensive course teacher of the current class.
Within the first two weeks after the start of the semester, elective courses are open for trial. From the third week onward, students need to confirm their course selections. For courses that are not selected, students need to drop them within the specified time.
The elective courses may vary each semester, please refer to the updated course list at the beginning of each semester.

Graduate Students
Graduate courses are entirely conducted in Chinese, with no option for English instruction. Therefore, students’ Chinese proficiency level must reach HSK level 5 with a score of no less than 210.
